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A WARM DECEMBER BRINGS UNUSUAL BIRDS TO OUR CHRISTMAS COUNT 
 

 Bright yellow feet!  This field mark stood out as I watched a Snowy Egret rise out of the reeds in 

Moonachie during Bergen County’s 63rd annual Christmas Bird Count on Saturday, Dec. 17th. While 

several observers had reported that Great Egrets still lingered in the Meadowlands, no one had predicted 

that we should find a Snowy. In fact this was its first appearance ever for our CBC. Also brand new for the 

count was a Cackling Goose, which Chris Takacs had staked out at Garrett Mountain.  A rare Greater 

White-fronted Goose was followed day by day before the count, but somehow eluded everyone on Saturday. 

Many other geese were moving southward during the day. Steve Kuitems found a huge flock of Snow Geese 

in flight in the afternoon. 

 

 Persistent warm weather throughout the month led to a wonderful day for birding, and many of us 

were pleased to encounter unusual species. Don Torino came across two outstanding birds at Skeetkill 

Marsh, a young Baltimore Oriole, and a Common Yellowthroat.  Both are rarely found here in December, 

although we have now scored a Yellowthroat in two consecutive years. American Coots were found in high 

numbers, continuing a trend for the whole month leading up to the count. We also had a record high 

number of Black Vultures this year, a bird that had been exceedingly rare previously.  

 

 A few species were much reduced in numbers, perhaps because they were not inclined to come this 

far south until the winter really sets in. Those are indicated on the list in bold face with an “L”.  

Exceptionally rare birds are marked with an exclamation point (!).  Record high counts with an “H”.  

Exceptional findings or record numbers are marked in bold face.    

 

 Some birds seem to be undergoing long-standing uptrends in their winter numbers locally, 

including Bald Eagle and both Vulture species. Monk Parakeets are still spreading more widely along both 

sides of the Palisades.   All in all, we had 34,122 birds in total; 86 species plus 3 Exotics.  The Count 

period species were Great Wht-fronted Goose, Killdeer, Woodcock, and Chipping Sparrow.   See pg. 7 for 

the Count Listing. 

 

 As always, I want to give credit to our experienced set of leaders, and to thank the many 

participants who came out to help.  Surely the nice weather was helpful too.  Special thanks go out to Beth 

Goldberg, Gerry Byrne, and Sandy Bonardi, who stepped in to help me on many fronts this year.  I 

encourage more members to join BCAS field trips this winter and spring.  There is never any guarantee on 

what we might find, but even winter birding can prove remarkably productive.

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 Edith has recommended two books for winter reading.   They are as follows- 

 

IN APPRECIATION OF BEES AND OTHER INSECT POLLINATORS  

by Edith Wallace 
 

The authors of Attracting Native Pollinators state, “Pollinator-watching, like bird-watching, provides 

a unique opportunity to connect with nature in virtually any environment….” Just take a look at 

this book and soon you will be reading it for it is a guaranteed enjoyable learning experience. The 

writing is clear, interesting and practical. The illustrations are spectacular, whether of bees, flies, 

butterflies, flowers or designs to make the environment pollinator friendly.  

 

 The focus of Attracting Native Pollinators is on attracting pollinators to our gardens. What can each of us 

do? The answers are similar to what we have learned about attracting birds and butterflies: reduce lawn, use na-

tive plants, protect nesting sites, and plant a variety of flowers (early and late blooming) so bees will have a nec-

tar source from early spring to late fall. Much of the book is about bees; although wasps, flies, butterflies and bee-

tles are included for their role in pollination. 

  

We must protect our native bees as they are more effective than honey bees (originally from Europe) in pollinating 

some crops and can effectively carry out much of the agricultural pollination needs, especially if colo-

ny collapse disorder decimates domesticated honey bees. As this book states, “In some cases native 

bees pollinate…far more effectively on a bee-per-bee basis” and “ In New Jersey, Rachel Winfree dis-

covered that more than 90 percent of the farms she studied received all of the pollination they needed 

from native bees….” 

  

Although the book only considers insect pollinators it would be a good text for a Plants and Their Pollinators 

course. Authors Mader, Shepherd, Vaughan, and Black are on the Xerces Society staff while LeBuhn is a biology 

professor. The Xerces Society is devoted to invertebrate conservation: educating farmers, land managers and the 

public regarding the significance of invertebrates. This book is a major step in carrying out their mission.  

 

 

HOW TO MAKE THE BIRDS COME TO YOU by Edith Wallace 
 

 The subtitle of Julie Zickefoose’s book is Using Natural Gardening to Attract Birds and the copyright is 

held, most appropriately, by Bird Watcher’s Digest. If Santa were a bird he would have given every birder and 

gardener a copy of Backyard Birding. The dedication reads “For DOD who always said I’d forget about chasing 

birds when I discovered horticulture. You were right—now I let them come to me.” The text of the book is in har-

mony with these words. 

 

 Is this the perfect book? If I were a bird I would say “Yes” with enthusiasm. Zickefoose promotes planting 

trees, shrubs and forests that bear seeds, fruit, and nectar that are especially attractive to birds and provide shel-

ter. She encourages planting native species that will attract and feed insects which supply protein-rich food espe-

cially for birds feeding their young. There are clever subtitles: How to snag birds, Ferocious frogs, Predators on 

the prowl, The top 10 weeds, Birdbath bonanza, The scoop on seed. 

 

 Switching from the point of view from bird to that of gardener, I find the suggestions practical and easy to 

follow. There are lists of plants that indicate the birds and/or butterflies they attract. She disparages great swaths 

of perfect lawns that lack food or shelter for birds. She discusses the “cat problem” at length and has some practi-

cal suggestions for cat owners. 

 

 Gardeners: add this book to your collection along with Sally Roth’s Bird-by-Bird Gardening.  If a bird 

packed Santa’s bag we would each have received a copy in December.
